Reading Books  

 

The children will be bringing home a reading book which has been 

matched to include sounds that they are familiar with to practise their 

decoding skills. They will also bring home a couple of ‘Love to Read’ 

books, with the intention of sharing and discussing those stories with 

you to develop their comprehension skills. Please listen to your child read regularly (at least 

three times per week) - talking about the story and helping them with new and unfamiliar 

words and understanding. Children will need to bring their book bags and reading books 

back into school every morning.

Reminders
